After graduating from Yale University, Shinoharu 
worked at Mitsui & Co., where he saw Rakugo 
performed for the first time when he was 25 years 
old.  That decisive performance prompted him to 
leave Mitsui & Co. and learn the art of Rakugo 
himself in October 2002.
